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Abstract


The growing fascination with keeping Green Anoles (Anoles carolinensis) as pets over the last 10-20 years has led to a need to conduct more research to determine the best nutrition possible for the anoles.  The purpose of my project was to determine the effects of commercial vitamin supplements on anoles.  Specifically, I examined growth and mortality of anoles. I used two common mineral and vitamin supplements, Rep Cal and Miner-All, to determine this outcome.  Along with these two supplements, I used a control group that was not fed any vitamins.  In order for the anoles to receive the same amount of vitamins, they were fed mealworms (Tenebrio molitor), which had been fed the vitamins. The results showed that there was a significant loss of weight from the beginning of the project to the end.  There was also a difference in the beginning lengths of the anoles.  The mortality rate was also high among all groups.  Due to the rise in popularity in raising anoles as pets there are questions concerning the effects of vitamins in their development.  From the project I performed the conclusion is that there is no effects on the anoles from the vitamin supplements used in the project due to the results that were gathered.
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
