LOGIC










1. (Abbott’s partner’s * A musician’s) name is (Elvis Presley * Elvis Costello * Costello). 

2. The word (‘since’ * ‘therefore’ * ‘so’ * ‘hence’) is commonly a (premise * conclusion) indicator.

3. ‘Hanssen is a Russian spy’ is (ambiguous * unambiguous * a proposition * an expression * a category mistake).

4. “George Bush’s daughters used Richard Cheney’s ID” (implies * is implied by) “George Bush’s daughters used Richard Cheney’s Texas ID”.

5. “Mister Potato Head is a Barbie Doll” (implies * superimplies * is logically equivalent to) “Mister Potato Head is a doll”.

6. “Ted Koppel visits Ted Kennedy on the Senate floor” (implies * does not imply) “Ted Koppel is a democrat”.

7. An argument is (sometimes * always * never) comprised of (at least two propositions * a set of propositions * a set of expressions).

8. (A valid * An invalid) argument is one in which the premise set (does * does not) imply the conclusion.

9. (Every * Some but not every * Some *No) argument is (valid * invalid * valid or invalid).

10. The proposition (“Every number is even” * “Some number is even” * “No number is even”) is (true * false).
11. “Every number is even” (implies * does not imply) “3 is even”.
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
